Remember those who rule over you, who have spoken the word of God to you, whose 

faith follow, considering the outcome of their conduct. 8 Jesus Christ is the same 

yesterday, today, and forever. 9 Do not be carried about with various and strange 

doctrines. For it is good that the heart be established by grace, not with foods which 

have not profited those who have been occupied with them. 

 

The reality and the charge to all of us is this; 
that “In The End” or at The Time of The End (church age)  

- - all things “Ministry” is rapidly approaching for every single one of us as 
believer, {We’re Running Out of Time} and that is a glorious thing. 

 
1 Peter 4:7 

But (The End) of all things is at hand;  

therefore be serious and watchful in your prayers. 
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Borrowing from Our Sunday Message... 
 

Romans 13:11-12 

And do this, knowing the time, that now it is high time to awake out of sleep; for now 

our salvation is nearer than when we first believed.  

12 The night is far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast off the works of 

darkness, and let us put on the armor of light.

Maybe – like the death angel that passed through Egypt, looking for the blood of 
atonement upon the doorway – Maybe next the LORD will come looking for light –

The 
one or being the same one that has always been – apart from time and 
space. 
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!!! Jesus Is Immortally The Same Forever – Impossible to Change !!! 
 

Malachi 3:6a 

“For I am the LORD, I do not change. 
 

Numbers 23:19 

“God is not a man, that He should lie, nor a son of man, that He should repent.  

Has He said, and will He not do? Or has He spoken, and will He not make it good? 
 

Isaiah 46:9-10,11b 

Remember the former things of old, For I am God, and there is no other; I am God, and there is 

none like Me, 10 Declaring the end from the beginning, And from ancient times things that are not 

yet done, Saying, “My counsel shall stand, And I will do all My pleasure,’ 11b Indeed I have spoken 

it; I will also bring it to pass.

And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us, and we beheld His glory,  

the glory as of the Only Begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth. 
 

1 John 1:1 

That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, 

which we have looked upon, and our hands have handled,  

concerning The Word of life. 
 

John 8:58 

Jesus said to them, “Most assuredly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I AM.” 
 

1 John 3:8b 

For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that He might destroy  

the works of the devil.

Proverbs 30:4

bound the waters in a garment?  Who has established all the ends of the earth? What is His name, 

and what is His Son’s name, If you know?

But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son,  

born of a woman, born under the law,

Nor is there salvation in any other, for there is no other Name under heaven given among men by 

which we must be saved.”
