Carried  grk: periphero

away from shelter and out into the open. to be pulled from moorings and into the
open ocean.

Various  grk: poikilos
many colors or multiple colors - implying that which is attractive to the eye and or
to the ears.

Strange  grk: xenos
a foreign or strange word or teachings. rejected teachings and doctrines. That
which is contrary to sound biblical doctrine.
